The rules that govern the trustee determination and distribution are 
contained in Ontario Regulation 412/00 of the Education Act.  It gives school boards the 
responsibility of determining the number of trustees they can have on their board based on the 
principle of representation by population, as well as the geographic area each of their trustees will 
represent.  Calculations generate the number of trustee positions as eight which is identical to the 
distribution in the November 2003 Municipal Election.
